*At least 10 of the 43 replacement words from your revised “Blink” poem (just underline these words in your poem).
*Include five different types of imagery (i.e. use at least one of each of the five senses).
*One example each of alliteration, assonance, and consonance
*At least 4 instances of internal rhyme (cannot be the same as your assonance)
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
